Uniform PolicyT Game Jerseys

INTRODUCTION

This policy is hereby created to provide direction and instruction regarding jerseys, which will be worn by
team participants on game day. This policy shall replace any prevapsigved policies.

POLICY

The SBYFL provides a basic jersey to each player. If teams choose to enhancement the
standard jersey provided, they will be responsible for the difference in price.

Without them, our
children could not participate.

Respect the decisions and judgments of the Refereesaatdaer children to do likewise.

Never exhibit disruptive behavior, hostility or violence, and never use insulting, derogatory, threatening or
hostile language towards players, officials, coaches or other fans.

Support all efforts to remove verbal aruypical abuse from sporting activities.

Never bring, use or consume any tobacco products, alcohol or illegal drugsTat @R event. Field use is
by permission of the school or local government. | will not jeopardize field use by my behavior.



Promse to adhere to the values we all share such as excellence, honesty, respect, responsibility, fairness &
compassion.

Promise to act responsibly, set a good example, and at all times to demonstrate the practices and principle:
good sportsmanship, whiavill reflect the dignity, integrity and enjoyment of the SBYFL andTik&'FC.

Inform family and friends who attend SBYFL events to abide by the above same rules.

further violation of these standards will result in action by the Chapter Board andYRe& which will
prohibit me from attending anfWVYFC sanctioned event or activity for the remainder of the current season.

DO NOT dry colored garments in direct sunlight. Hang inside out if placed in sun; DO NOT wash colored garments with

Pre-Cleaning: On heavily soiled garments, dampen in coldchater and brush the other surface with a soft brush
dipped in liquid soap. DO NOT use this method on jerseys.

Water Temperatures: Lukewarm (100° F).

Water: Never bleach garments.

Cleaning Agent: Enough neutral soap or detergent to give good suds.

Wash: Machine Wash at high water levielise center cycle.

Rinse: Use clear water at same temperature as wash water.

Dry: DO NOT use heat or tumble dry garments. Lay garments out flat or hang on wood or plastic steamed.
Special Hints: DO NOT use cleang fluids; DO NOT overload washer; NEVER hang on radiators or hot pipes;

white garments; DO NOT leave garments in water for long pedbtise.
